» Remembering: your child will need to be able to remember facts during examinations, there are lots of

technigues that will help them to remember content such as summaries of information; Key points (flash cards);
Mnemonics such as a rhyme or acronym to recall a process; memory maps/mind maps involves taking a familiar
route or journey and imaging the things to remember in strange situations on that route.
